ESL TUTOR
(min. age 21)
	The Cecil Volunteer ESL Tutoring Program provides one-to-one tutoring in English as a Second Language to newcomers, free of charge. The volunteer Tutor works with an assigned Learner on a weekly basis to assist with their language and cultural adjustment needs. Tutor support is provided by an experienced ESL instructor/volunteer and by the Coordinator of Volunteers.

Applicants for this position must demonstrate excellent oral and written communication skills in English.
	· Meet with assigned ESL Learner once a week at the Cecil Centre for two hours.

· Work with your Learner to meet their particular learning needs and objectives, using recommended ESL teaching methods and materials.

· Prepare in advance any materials or activities as required for use with your Learner during your weekly meetings and keep a simple record of your tutoring activities.

· Carry out regular progress evaluations with your learner every three months.
· Attend tutor workshops and meetings as scheduled.

· Follow any other program procedures as described by the Volunteer Coordinator or Volunteer ESL Instructor.

	YOUTH Drop-in Volunteer
(min. age 20)
	The Youth Drop-in Program offers an informal, drop-in atmosphere where young people 13-19 can participate in games, discussion, build life skills or just hang out with peers. The Youth Drop-in Volunteer is responsible for helping the staff Youth Program Assistant with the afternoon/evening drop-in activities, interacting with youth, and assisting with activity planning, program promotion and outreach.


	· Interact and participate with the youth in various drop-in activities.

· Assist in the competent guidance and supervision of the youth, and help enforce program rules.

· Assist in planning, developing and organizing program activities and special events.

· Assist in developing and executing outreach and promotion strategies.

	SUNDAY CHILDREN’S PROGRAM
(min. age 18)

	There are three key components to this program:
Reading Component is intended to encourage a love of reading through creativity in a group setting across reading levels. 

Craft Component provides a number of projects building on cooperation and diversity of participants. 

Recreation Component is designed to encourage physical coordination and skills and foster team play and inclusion. 
The program is from children between 6 to 12 years of age. 


	· Support & encourage the children to participate in recreational outings, playing games or other activities.
· Work to build the children’s self-esteem and confidence through encouragement and support of their reading and comprehension skills.

· Assist with set up and clean up as required.
· Encourage cooperation and respect between the children, and help enforce program rules.
· Provide other general assistance to the Children’s Program Assistant as required.
· Suggest new ideas or games. 
· Note that a Police Records Check is required.

	Sundays from 12:30pm to 4:30pm. 
	Volunteers are asked to attend weekly or bi-weekly. 
Length of commitment is 6 months.

	EarlyON Child And Family Centre

	The EarlyON Child and Family Centre offers caregivers and their children (infant – 6years) a space for play, songs, and getting to know others from the neighbourhood.
	· Build a supportive environment for the children and caregivers.
· Assist in choosing toys and help put them away.
· Participate in program activities and assist wherever possible.
· Assist caregivers in the routine care of their children as required.

	The After-School program provides support for children (6-12) in reading, writing, ESL and specific homework assignments. The atmosphere is welcoming and casual as tutors pair up with children who come to the Centre for help in the above mentioned areas and other activities such as games and storytelling.
